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Rather important moment in study process is
presence of feedback: it gives possibility to forecast
how successful will be the studying of any discipline.
That is why during the time of free associative
experiment with the word-stimulus «Latin» in 2015-
2016 academic year among the students of National
University of Pharmacy (Kharkiv, Ukraine) we paid
special attention to the received associations with
emotional colouring. 264 examinees took part in the
research. The character of sample: women — 224
(85%), men — 40 (15%), examinees’ age — 17-18 years
(100%). Examinees have given out 1025 reactions
(803 words and 222 word-combinations). Thus,
1002 associations were in Russian and Ukrainian
languages, and 23 ones were in Latin. 324 associations
were defined which in any way reflect emotional
attitude towards the word-stimulus. This group
makes approximately 32% from the whole amount
of the associations. 104 associations make positively
coloured ones and 220 of them make negatively
coloured ones. This division gives some soil for
future conclusions about study process. The absolute
leaders are words and word combinations connected
with difficulties of studying of Latin language (in
brackets is quantity of mentioned associations):
difficult adv. (24), hard adv. (12), difficulty/ies (11),
labour (5) etc. — in total 72 associations (22%). At
the second position is amount of answers, showing
interest towards the new subject: interesting adv.
(17), new words (7), interest (5), cognition (3), new
language (2), interesting adj. (in Ukrainian «tsikavey)
(2) etc. — 58 associations (18%). The same time
we see strong reaction for the great amount of new
material: a lot of words (14), to study a lot (10), a
lot of (7) etc. — in total 46 associations (14%). The
students understand the importance of their work with
an unfamiliar language. It is proved with the presence
of such reactions as needed, necessary, important etc.
(13 associations). There are some responses that point
out to the positive impressions of study process (e.g.
favourite subject (2), good teacher (2), jolliness, hope,
joy, laugh n. etc. — in total 19 associations). But not
all responses are positive. Also there are such striking
responses which show extreme demonstrations of
negative state: (fear (6), horror (6), pain (4), shock
(4), nerves (2), panic (2), sorrow (2), nightmare,
despair, death etc. — 42 associations). Such a worrying
symptom should be analyzed in planning further work
with students.

To sum up the abovementioned, the associative
field can be structured in such a way: nucleus

(3), hardship (3),
great volume (2), to cram (2), favourite subject (2),
tension (2), I do not understand (2), nerves (2),
new knowledge (2), new language (2), panic (2),
sorrow (2), cognitively (2), development (2), difficult
subject (2), difficult language (2), good teacher (2),
interesting adj. (in Ukrainian «tsikavey) (2).
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
